POLICIES FOR BUILDING USE

OAK GROVE UNITED METHODIST CHURCH

June 2002

1.  The pastor or the chairman of the trustees will be notified by any group in the church desiring to use the fellowship hall or classrooms, clearing the date and time to prevent any conflict in schedules.

2.  The pastor and the chairman of the trustees will make decisions on each request for the use of the church facilities by any applicant outside the church.

3.  All applicants outside of the church shall sign a Release of Liability.

4.  Any group using the church facilites will replace all things as found and will clean up and remove all trash to the outside garbage cans.  If any food or drinks are prepared or served, the group is responsible for clean up, to include the floor areas.

5.  No alcoholic beverage of any kind are allowed.

6.  All light must be turned off and all doors locked before leaving.

7.  No food is allowed in the Sunday School classrooms.

8.  At the pastor's discretion, a fee of $75 will be charged for the use of the sanctuary or the fellowship hall for a wedding of persons not associated with the church.  A fee of $100 will be charged for the fellowship hall and kitchen.

9.  No property will leave the church grounds with express permission of the pastor or chairman of the trustees.  Neither church members nor people outside the church are allowed to remove any property belonging to Oak Grove UMC without prior approval.

10. Should there be any breakage, malfunction of equipment, etc., the pastor or the chairman of the trustees should be notified immediately so those repairs can be made.

11. In addition to the fees in paragraph 8, a cleaning fee of $25 will be charged for the use of the sanctuary, and/or a fee of $25 will be charged for the use of the kitchen/fellowship hall, to any non-member of the church; or any member not wishing to clean up afterwards.
